The GAMSP Effective Middle School Program Award

The GAMSP Effective Middle School Program Award was established in 1993.  The award is presented to those schools that adhere to the best practices of the middle school philosophy.  

The GAMSP Mike Campbell Exemplary Leadership Award

The Mike Campbell Exemplary Leadership Award is presented to the state’s outstanding middle school administrators and contributors to middle level education.  The award, established in 2005 to recognize exemplary middle level leadership, is named in honor of Mike Campbell, a past president of GAEL and GAMSP.  

The GAMSP Distinguished Educational  Patron Award

The Georgia Association of Middle School Principals recognizes the importance of business partners in education.  Each GAMSP district may select an educational patron to represent the district.  The GAMSP awards committee will select from the districts an educational patron that will be named the GAMSP Educational Patron of the Year.
The Dr. John H. Lounsbury Award 

The award is named for Dr. John H. Lounsbury, the Father of the Middle School Movement in Georgia and the first dean of the Georgia College and State University, then known as Georgia State College for Women, School of Education. 

Originally, prepared as a social studies teacher, Dr. Lounsbury was first employed as a social studies teacher in Wilmington, North Carolina. After completing his doctorate degree at George Peabody College for Teachers, he was employed at Berry College in Rome, Georgia and the University of Florida in Gainesville, Florida. In 1960 he moved to the Georgia College for Women as Chairman of the Division of Teacher Education and Director of Graduate Studies where he remained until he retired in 1983 as the Dean f the School of Education. 

Dr. Lounsbury has always been active professionally and gained notoriety for his advocacy on behalf of young adolescents. He served as editor of the Middle School Journal from 1976 to 1990 and has served as Publications Editor of the National Middle School Association. Dr. Lounsbury has also written extensively about the educational needs of young adolescents and the implications of those needs for teachers, school leaders, and policy makers. Dr. Lounsbury continues to be actively involved in both the Georgia Middle School Association and National Middle School Association. 

The award, given at the discretion of the Georgia Association of Middle School Principals Board of Directors, recognizes individuals who through their professional efforts have most supported Georgia Middle Schools and the middle school movement in Georgia. When given, the award is presented at the Fall Georgia Association of Middle School Principals Conference.
